Judging Criteria:
Every nomination is evaluated by a customer-led judging panel. Each submission is reviewed across four key criteria for a total of 100 points. The point total determines the winning nomination.
The judges will evaluate your entry on each of these criteria below:
1. Challenge (20% Weight): The significance of the challenge the nominee is set out to address
2. Solution (20% Weight): The design and delivery of the solution used to address the challenge.
3. Results (50% Weight): The overall quantitative, measurable impact showing the effectiveness of the solution.
4. Testimonials (10% Weight): Provide up to three testimonials from learners or other end users who have been positively impacted by the solution.
